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HUNTINGTON BEACH...Huntington Beach is under attack and right now the enemy is the victor. The enemy is sneaky, it slips into our city unnoticed leaving death in its wake. The enemy is the Tortoise beetle and it has destroyed over 50% of the eucalyptus trees in Gibbs Park on Graham Street since its arrival here in 2006 from Australia. The enemy attacks the edges of the leaves thereby rendering the leaves useless and the trees will than have to be removed.
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These trees are important at Gibbs Park, named for former city mayor Norma Gibbs, as a stop over for migrating Monarch butterflies. Once the trees are removed replanting will begin with trees that hopefully will continue attracting the many colorful creatures. Other members of the Axis, the Eucalyptus longhorn beetle and the Lerp psyllid have killed countless number of eucalyptus trees in Huntington Beach's downtown section in recent years. About 3% of the trees in Huntington Central Park have also been under attacked and has succumbed to the enemy will.
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The city has fought back with biological controls and natural enemies against the longhorn beetle and the Lerp psyllid, but so far has not found a defense against the tortoise beetle. Huntington Beach will spend over $300,000 in the next two years and will need much more funds before this enemy is defeated.
